It is
important, therefore, for students to have ‘in hand’ the history and literature books when it is time to read them.

Check with the teacher for
availability once the term begins. It is the responsibility of parents to obtain the books, from Veritas if available, or from local
bookstores, public libraries or Internet sites. If you need to prioritize your spending, you should purchase history and literature
readers before read-alouds and readers.
